SAVE OUR TROOPS

Probably the most astonishing fact about American military "preparedness” is that no
shelters have been provided to our men and women in uniform. 30 minutes after a Soviet
attack we will not have any troops at all to protect us from even minor invasions launched
from Mexico or Cuba.

Most of us have no first-hand understanding of military combat. Civilians just cannot
defend themselves against trained and equipped soldiers no matter how many sporting
arms and macho magazines they may have stored in the basement. Without American sol-
diers, there will be no America.

We have two million dedicated military professionals. We must keep them alive.
They need sound information on expedient protection and they need permanent shelters
too.
